 Drain all fuel from OEM fuel tank into a government approved fuel 
container with a greater capacity than the fuel tank on vehicle. 
 
 Remove seat, shrouds, seat hook, tank bolt and center-mount 
bushing. Disconnect the power cable from the pressure regulator located at 
the back of the tank just under the seat.  Disconnect the fuel line at the quick 
coupling below the left side of the tank by the throttle body. Remove OEM 
tank. Unbolt and remove the fuel pump. 
 

TANK INSTALLATION 
 
Install your OEM pump into the IMS tank using (4) 5x16 Flat Socket 

Head Bolts.  
 
Mount your IMS tank onto the bike, reconnect the fuel line & power 

cable to the pump and install OEM center-mounting bushing & bolt. Install the 
(2) Short Seat Hook/Sit Washers & (2) 5x12 Button Head bolts, to the front, 
lower sides of your IMS tank, 1 bolt and washer on each side (See 
Illustration #1). Slide the Shrouds onto your tank. Using the remaining (4) 
5x12 Button Head bolts, re-install the top portions of your shrouds (2 on each 
side).   

 
Install the (2) Aluminum Spacers, (2) Long Seat Hook/Sit Washers, 

(2) 5x25 Flat Head bolts, & (2) 5x15 flat washers at the rear top part of your 
tank. Aluminum spacers underneath the shrouds first, then flat washers on 
outside of shrouds, then the long seat hook/sit washer, and last is the 5x25 
bolt. These will act as the new seat hook locations instead of using your 
OEM seat hook (See Illustration #2). Reinstall the OEM Seat & your airbox 
cover. 

Be sure that the tank is mounted securely and does not in any way 
inhibit the controls or function of the vehicle.  Ensure that there are no sharp 
objects that rub against the tank that may eventually puncture the tank. Also, 
check that you have sufficient clearance from any heat source that could melt 
the fuel tank. 

 
Add fuel to your IMS fuel tank. Always check for any fuel leaks before 

operating your bike and enjoy your longer ride!
